Ticket to Work Payment Structure

With our Self Starter program clients are expected to fax in their payment forms with copies of check stubs at regular intervals.  Because clients may get confused on when they should be submitting these payment forms to us we have drafted the chart below to help clarify for clients when they need to submit these forms to us.  Please let us know if you have any questions regarding this.

PLEASE NOTE, IN ORDER TO SUBMIT A PAYMENT REQUEST FORM YOU MUST HAVE MADE A MINIMUM OF $720 GROSS IN THAT MONTH, IF YOU MADE LESS THAN $720.00 IN THAT MONTH, THAT MONTH DOES NOT COUNT SO JUST SKIP THAT MONTH AND SEND IN CHECK STUBS FOR THE OTHER MONTHS.  

When an employment milestones is met, please  send in a Payment Request Form.  Please submit all payment request forms to our fax at 1-866-299-7391.

PHASE 1: SSDI and SSI Clients ( Clients will receive $255 from CCFHC after each milestone is paid to us by the Ticket to Work Program) Possible total to client=$1,020

Milestone 1
$720/month x 1 month

Milestone 2
$720/month x 3 months within 6 months

Milestone 3
$720/month x 6 months within 12 months

Milestone 4
$720/month x 9 months within 18 months

PHASE 2: A Client will transition to Phase 2, once they have completed 9 months of work within the same employment setting. To qualify for phase 2 payments your gross monthly income needs to be at or above $1.000 starting with your 10th month of employment.  WITH ALL PHASE 2 PAYMENTS WE NEED A PAYMENT REQUEST FORM SENT TO US EVERY MONTH.

SSDI Clients:  Clients will receive $76 from us every month for up to 11 months (Payments can not be made to the client until after we are paid from the Ticket to Work Program)   Possible total to client=$836

SSI Clients:  (Clients will receive $44 from us every month for 18 months after we are paid from the Ticket to Work Program.  Possible total to client=$795

PHASE 3: OUTCOME PAYMENTS:

Outcome payments can only be billed out if earnings are sufficient for zero cash benfits, in other words if you are still getting benefits you do not qualify for outcome payments.  Please contact us for further information regarding outcome payments if you qualify.
